Leon Phelps Fatally Injured

     Leon Phelps who resides on rural route No. 4 and has been working this summer for the construction company building the concrete highway through Grass Lake was killed Monday afternoon when an engine on which he was riding on the narrow gauge railroad used for hauling gravel tipped over. He was caught under the engine and badly crushed.

     He was extricated as soon as possible and rushed to the office of Dr. McColgan where he received first aid treatment.

     The Gildersleeve ambulance  was called and the injured man was taken to the Jackson hospital where he died a few hours later.

     A heavy rain which passed over Grass Lake a short time before the accident may have weakened the road bed causing the fatality.

     Mr. Phelps is survived by is mother, Mrs. Lewis Lambert, who lives in Grass Lake.

Obituary  --  Edwin Stearns

     Edwin Stearns was born in Pittsfield, Mass., in 1844. He moved with his parents to Brooklyn, Mich., in 1854. He united with the Baptist church in April, 1862.

     At the call of President Lincoln for 600,000 more, he enlisted in Co. F. 20th Michigan, V.I., August 11th, 1862. He served two years and ten months, or to the close of the war. He was in the following battles: Fredericksburg, Va. Dec. 1862. Vicksburg, Miss., June and July 1863. At Campbell Station, siege of Knoxville, Nov. 1863. At the Wilderness and Spottsylvania Court House, May 1864. At Bethesda church and Petersburg, June 1864. Was on detached service from Sept. 1864 until the end of the war. He was wounded three times and once seriously. He was promoted to Corporal in May, 1865. At the close of the war, he marched up Pennsylvania Ave. at Washington D.C. in the Grand Review, May 30th 1865. He was discharged from the service at Jackson, Mich., June 9th 1865.

     He was married to Mary E. Hinman of Jeddo, Orleans Co., N.Y., Jan. 2nd 1869. To this union were born three children. The widow, one son Earnest of Alma, Mich., three grand children and four great grand children survive.

     Mr. Stearns joined the Grass Lake Baptist Church in 1866 and was a faithful member until his death. He died Sunday, Aug. 28th at the home of his sister, Mrs. A.N. Sova. He was buried from the Federated church and the interment was in the West cemetery.

Horses Require Good Care

     Too many farmers fail to realize the bad effect of sore shoulders on horses. A horse that is in pain requires from 30 to 50 per cent more feed to produce a given amount of work without loss of weight. There is no need for an animal to have sore shoulders if the collar is well fitted, the hames are adjusted to pull at the right angle on the shoulders, and the collars are kept clean. Young horses just starting to work should have their shoulders washed with salt and water after work and the mane should be kept out from under the collar when at work. A little care will be well repaid later.—Colorado Ag College
Dust Baths in Hot Weather
     Don’t forget about the dust baths in hot weather. At his season, all that is necessary is to keep a few little spots spaded up quite fine around in shady corners of the yards. Keep them free from stones and clods and lightly sprinkle them with water every noon. Then the fowls can get their bodies down on the cool, moist earth and counteract the effects of the hot afternoon’s sun. Besides this, the dust bath is an effective means of ridding the fowl’s body of vermin and also provides the fowls with enjoyable exercise.

Lazy Egg Producer—The hen that stands around and waits for feed to be thrown down in front of her is the one that probably is equally lazy when it comes to producing eggs.

Sunflower Stalks—Sunflower stalks furnish shade for the growing poultry and the seeds are a help in making the fowls’ plumage oily and sleek for winter. Plant some at once      around the yards.

Good Silage Feeding Rule—Three pounds of corn silage for every 100 pounds of live weight of cattle per day is a good rule to follow. A cow which weighs over 1,500 pounds should receive 45 pounds of silage daily. Beware of moldy silage. A small quantity may not be injurious, but if the cow eats very much, digestive disorders will follow.

Obituary  --  Levi Ott

     Levi Ott was born Feb. 18, 1836 in Benton township, Elkhart Co., Ind., and departed this life at his farm home near Norvell, Mich., aged 85 years, 6 mos., and 25 days. Early in life he became a member of the German Evangelical church but later on changed to the U.B. church.

     He was united in marriage to Margaret A. Nicolai, Sept. 19, 1858. To them were born three sons and four daughters. 

     He enlisted at Goshen, Ind., in Aug. 1862, in Co. K. 100th Indiana Volunteer Infantry. This regiment was mustered in Sept. 10, for three year’s service. It was first assigned to the Army of Tennessee and later on to the Army of Sherman. His regiment saw service in the siege of Vicksburg and Sherman’s siege of Jackson, Mississippi. It lost 132 men in the battle of Missionary Ridge. They were with Sherman in his march to the sea and had an active part in the many battles fought on this line of march. From Raleigh they were marched to Washington where this regiment was mustered out.

     He, with his family, came to Michigan, March 25, 1891, to live near Norvell, in which place they have since resided. He was called upon to mourn the death of his faithful wife, April 12, 1915.

     There is left to mourn his departure three brothers, six children, five grandchildren and other relatives and friends.

     While with us he lived an honorable, upright life; true to his country and his God. His best legacy is the memory and example of a good life, and his passing is as the ripened sheaf, which is garnered for the harvest.  Dirge—“Calm on the bosom of thy God, Dear father, rest thee now! News Events of the World and State Summarized
     Internal revenue officials at Washington frankly acknowledged that heads of families may, upon filing of notification with local revenue collectors, manufacture 200 gallons of wine yearly for home use.

     The federal government at Washington will endeavor to locate and take possession of the $105,000 pot of gold which figured in the escape of Grover Cleveland Bergdoll, draft slacker.

     Republican members of the Senate Finance Committee at Washington ask that relief be given the small taxpayer before big business is relieved of the excess profits tax and the tax on large incomes is reduced.

     The Military Order of the Cootie was incorporated at Trenton, N.J., in the office of Secretary of State Martin by ex-service men of Hoboken and vicinity.

     A commercial flying boat arrived at New York after completing a round trip over the inland lakes and rivers between New York and Chicago, flying 7,491 miles in 102 hours.

     Babe Ruth, the mighty swatter of baseball, set a new world’s home-run record at New York when he drove out his fifty-fifth circuit clout of the season in a game with the st. Louis Browns.

     Kalamazoo—The Kiwanis Club recently gave its first luncheon without coffee, beefsteak or tobacco, regular features since the founding of the organization. Alarming statistics given by Dr. John Kellogg of Battle Creek induced the committee to omit them.

     Petoskey—Edward Sims, veteran Indiana balloonist, who made 281 successful flights in old-fashioned gas bags without sustaining a single injury, shot himself to death in his tent at the new Petoskey free camp site for tourists.

     Evart—The county fair ended in tragedy when Vern Lauman was killed in an auto accident. He and a companion were racing in autos around the oval for pleasure purposes when the cars collided.

     Calumet—Fino Holloppa, 18 years of age, is believed to be dying from wounds received when mistaken for a bear by Felix Mattila, a farmer who lives near here. From the hospital Holloppa requested that no action be taken against Mattilla.
     High officials of the Klu Klux Klan may be summoned to Washington for interrogation by the Department of Justice.

     A bloody finger print cleared Herbert Smith, half-breed Indian, of complicity in Dowagiac’s triple murder mystery. Testimony of experts proved conclusively he was innocent.

     Bay City—Dice shaking in cigar stores, pool rooms and other places is prohibited by order of the Chief of Police.

     Flint—One hundred pheasants, raised on a state farm near Mason, were liberated on game refuges in Genesee, Atlas and Montrose townships.

     Lansing—Governor Groesbeck has declared that the first move the Klu Klux Klan made in Michigan to take the law into its own hands or to interfere in any way with the constitutional rights of citizens will result in prompt action by the state.

     West Branch—John Sowalski was literally torn to pieces by an enraged bull on his farm. His wife was eye witness to the tragedy, but could do nothing to save him. Six small children are left fatherless.

     Kalamazoo—A Michigan wife is entitled to better shelter than is afforded by a stable from which the equine tenants have only recently been removed. If she does not get it for herself and child, she is entitled to a divorce. That is, in effect, the ruling made by Judge Eimer in the divorce suit brought by Mrs. Ambrose Blowers. A decree was granted to the woman after she told the court her husband, when the family moved to Kalamazoo, rented a stable rather than pay the high rents.
